· Parkinsons disease

Do your children suffer birth defects or Spina Bifida? 
Did you live in an area of Vietnam where Agent Orange was sprayed during 1962-1971? (Quang Nam, Tay Ninh or many other southern provinces)? 

The United States Institute of Medicine, US National Academy of Sciences and US Department of Veterans Affairs have concluded that these diseases are associated with exposure to dioxin/Agent Orange. Some American vets serving in Vietnam who were exposed to dioxin during the Vietnam War are only now showing symptoms of disease. 

American experts believe Vietnamese Americans and their children could also be sick now due to their exposure to Agent Orange during the war. 

If you know of a Vietnamese American who has one of these illnesses and was exposed to dioxin/Agent Orange, The Vietnam Reporting Project/San Francisco State University Renaissance Journalism Program would like to speak with them.
